FINANCE:

ARTICLE 3

     
1.  The finances of the NGO shall be closed at the end of every calendar  

                 year.

     
2.  The board is obliged to conduct a check on the administration of the 

                 finances of the NGO.

     
3.  The board shall see to the requirements based on the activities of the    

                 NGO, and the books, records and other data that requires the attention  

                 of the board.
4.  Annually, at the latest in the month of December, the board shall  

      consider the budget for the new financial year.

COMPENSATION:

ARTICLE 4

1.  Members of the shall not enjoy any fee, remuneration or other material

                  benefit of the NGO.

2.  They are entitled however to compensation made in function for the NGO, as approved by the board of the NGO.
BOARD:

ARTICLE 5

1.  IN ACCORDANCE WITH RULES OF THE FOUNDATION, THE FOLLOWING SHALL BE THE BOARD MEMBERS.

ORGANIZATION OF THE BOARD:

ARTICLE 6

1.  DIRECTOR
                The Director shall be the chief executive officer of the Foundation. He   

                or she shall convene and preside over, at all meetings of the board. He or  

                she shall maintain communication with other NGO committees and      

                competent groups interested in the problems of the school drop-outs.

2.  CHAIRMAN
                 The Chairman shall in the absence of the chairman act on his or her  

                 behalf, and perform his or her duties with the same authority as the  

                 chairman.
3.  SECRETARY
                 The secretary shall keep the minutes of the meetings of the board  

                 record of the members, records of attendance at meetings, board  

                 appointments, telephone and fax numbers, and email  addresses of  

                 members. He or she shall arrange for the distribution of the minutes of  

                 each meeting and other written material to the likeminded persons or  

                 organizations as the board may decide upon.
  
5. TREASURER

                The Treasurer shall keep and manage the records of the finances of the 

                foundation.

CONDUCT OF MEETINGS:

ARTICLE 7

1.  Decisions shall normally be by consensus, except at the request for a vote on specific questions by any member.
2.  A quorum shall consist of at least one-third of the members of the board.

3.  Where it is necessary to vote, each member shall have only one vote. There shall be no provision for absentee voting; voting shall usually be by raising hands.

MATTERS OF SUBSTANCE:

ARTICLE 8

1.  Any statement of the board on matters of substance must be signed by 

                  each member ,such matter shall include in particular, recommendations  

                  or statement of positions to be adopted in the name of the board, by 
                  the board.
DURATION OF THE BOARD:

ARTICLE 9

1.  The board shall end its term after every three years

2.  Appointed members can seek for another term if nominated again for election by a majority of the permanent members of the board.

3.  Members of the board are to abide by the rules governing the NGO, failure to do so might result into being sanctioned by the board.

ELECTIONS:

ARTICLE 10

1.  The board shall invite nominations for election to the board at the end of each term of the board.

2.  The board shall prepare a list of the candidates who have been nominated. The report of the nomination shall be circulated to all members of the board at least four weeks prior to the election date.

AMENDMENTS:

ARTICLE 11

1.  A proposal to amend theses rules may be made by members of the board, only the board can decide upon any such proposal.

2.  Proposed amendments shall be notified to the chairman and shall be 

                  circulated to all members of the board at least four weeks before its  

                 next meeting. In other to take effect, a proposed amendment must be 
                 ratified by two-thirds majority of those present and voting in the board.
MODIFICATION AND DISSOLUTION OF THE STATUTE OF THE NGO:
ARTICLE 12

1.  Statute can be modified and the NGO can be dissolved at a special meeting convened by the board.

2.  A decision to modifying of the NGO does not become effective unless it    has been rectified by notarial act.

3.  To make up the notarial act every board member's consent is required.

ARTICLE 13

1.  In case of dissolution of the NGO, settlement shall be conducted by the 

                  board or a legal persons shall be designated to act as the liquidators.

2.  To a possible surplus destination of materials by the board, it has to be

                  given possibly in agreement with the aim of the NGO.

3.  During the settlement, provisions of the statutes and application is 

                  possible.

4.  After the settlement, the books and records shall remain with the

                  legal person, who is designated to this end by the board at the 

                 decision to the dissolution.

ARTICLE 14
